For the last two years, my goal has been to go to Gamboula in The Central African       
Republic (CAR), as it held many opportunities to learn and serve with tropical agriculture,      
community development, and missions. After a long time of waiting and working hard, I finally 
got a glimpse of life and work in Gamboula. It was great for the month and four days I was there. 
Then God threw me a curve ball. There was a military take over of the government, and all the 
missionaries had to leave. Since leaving CAR on March 24th I have been living in Yaoundé, 
Cameroon. My accommodations have been really great: staying at one of the missionary hostels 
located right next to the big Rain Forest International School campus (RFIS). The campus is 
only three years old and there are a lot of landscaping and maintenance opportunities where I 
have been able to serve. Additionally, I have been able to participate in all the sports around 
campus and one of the teachers gave me the opportunity to teach a few social study classes on 
the importance of Community Development, which was fun for both the kids and for me. This 
time at RFIS is temporary. We are still hoping to return to CAR, but the government is still too 
unstable, so we have begun to look for other ministry opportunities. My team and I have       
discussed moving to a Cameroonian border town that is across from Gamboula where there are 
many refugees from CAR who are in need of hope and food. 

I am learning patience as I wait, trusting that God has a plan for my time here and as I 
struggle to find out what that is. It is encouraging to know that even though I had ideas of what I 
wanted to do, God has a bigger plan. Please pray for my continued patience and discernment to 
see what God has planned for me and for peace in the CAR. 

Thank you so much for your prayers and partnership with me in this,  I will keep everyone 
posted on this as things unfold.

In other words, what God de-
sires more than generous offerings (and dadôs desire more than fancy Fatherôs Day gifts) is for us to carve time out of 
our everyday lives to spend time with Him.  

The crazy thing in all of this is that as we spend time with God, we are the ones who benefit - much like giving our 
dad a new wrench for Fatherôs Day only to have him use it to fix our car. What little we feel like we ñgiveò to God of our 
time will be multiplied many times over as we grow in wisdom, grace, understanding, compassion, self-discipline, em-
pathy, love, and all of the other attributes we can only attain as we begin to understand the heart of God.  
So this Fatherôs Day, as you give him the card and gift, as you make the phone call and tell him you love him, 

consider sending an email or making a call with a little more frequency beyond the holidays. Yes, it does take a few 
minutes out of your busy schedule, but time is the greatest gift you can give to your earthly and heavenly Fathers and 
youôll be better for it in ways we donôt always see at the moment.

Member News 
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The McCargars have three children, Kathy Ramsay who also goes to Calvary; Sharyn Waumsley who currently 
lives in England, but will soon be moving to Oregon with her husband Lance; and Lindsay who lives in Salem with 
his wife Cindy.  Ron and Joan have 11 grandchildren and 26 great-grandchildren. 

In the late 1990s the McCargars took five different groups for memorable visits to England where they stayed 
in a rented house for a week, using it as a base for sightseeing. They planned the trips with later-to-be-relatives of 
daughter Sherrie in England, Penny and Peter Kendall. Penny, now widowed, still arranges tours to England. 

Both Ron and Joan have been very active members of Calvary since 1974. Ron was almost immediately put to 
work on the Board of Operations where he served for many years, sometimes as Chair. He and Joan were Council 
members on and off for several years, with Joan serving on the Christian Education and Family Life Boards. From 
1999-2002 they were on staff for Building Maintenance. In 1986 when Calvary bought the Calvary Court Apart-
ments Ron helped in the purchase and both he and Joan painted and cleaned them. Ron was on the first        
Apartment Committee, and either Ron or Joan have been on it ever since. The McCargars continued to work on 
apartment maintenance until Joan had her stroke in 2006.  Ron still works there and does painting at the church. 
Ron and Joan tell some interesting and romantic stories about their life, and their faith in God. 



Member News 
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The McGargars Turns 90  
     On April 12, 1923, Joan was born in Gloucester, England. At about age 15 Joan 
was confirmed in the Anglican Church. After college Joan became a primary teacher in 
Gloucester.  
     Ron McCargar was born in Moose Jaw, Saskatchewan, Canada on January 25, 
1924. In 1928 the family moved east to Kitchener, Ontario, where they purchased a 
small holding of about 7 acres. Ronôs dad worked as a milkman, but through hard work 
and study was able to get his stationary engineering degree through a correspondence 
course, and then succeeded in getting a good position in that field. At about age 12 Ron 
was baptized in a Pentecostal Church. 

Ron joined the Canadian Air Force along with most of his class, and in early 1943 wound up in England. Joan 
and Ron met when Ronôs Air Force unit was sent to a base near where Joan lived. She and a teacher friend had 
been sent by their school to serve as chaperones at a dance in the Guild Hall. Since there was little to do around 
the base and the food was abominable, Ron decided to go along with fellow fliers. He immediately noticed Joan, 
and food was instantly forgotten. Ron says he knew he was meant to be there, as unknown to him at that time Joan 
was engaged to be married to an RAF pilot who had been reported missing in action; unfortunately he did not sur-
vive the Battle of Britain. Ron walked her home that night in the blackout, Joan pushing her bike the three miles 
home. He was then posted to northern England, but very often caught a train to see Joan and her family.  Finally, 
on May 17, 1945, they were married in Newnham-on-Severn. Ron took his disembarkation leave in England, and 
spent most of the 30 days on a glorious honeymoon touring around England and Scotland.  

Ron returned to Canada alone as Joan, a war bride, would not be able to join him for 6 months. Ron had     
arranged the purchase of a small 80-acre farm, equipped with a house, barn, poultry house accommodating 1000 
laying hens, a horse, and two cows. It was in northern Ontario, really in the middle of nowhere, but it overlooked a 
beautiful lake famous for musky fishing, and the countryside was beautiful. There were however a few drawbacks, 
namely, no electricity, no running water, no bathroom, and only a wood-burning stove for heat in this very cold   
climate - not exactly what a town-bred bride would expect! The snow plow turned around at their driveway, and they 
could drive to North Bay, but if one had to go the 3 miles to the nearest village it was skis or horse and sleigh. Two 
daughters were born during the four years they lived there. It was a 4-year span of never-to-be-forgotten experi-
ences. The next move was to Toronto, where the girls went to school, son Lindsay was born, and Ron worked at 
the Goodyear plant. This is where he learned the industrial engineering skills that later enabled him to get a good 
job in southern California with the Anderson-Nichols Co. of Boston. This enabled a move to West Covina, where 
they lived for 18 months. With the experience gained on this job, Ron was able to get a job in San Luis Obispo as 
industrial engineer at General Fireproofing, at that time the biggest desk manufacturing company around. Then Ron 
had the opportunity to join a large real estate office and formed a property management branch with over 1000 
rental units and a regional shopping center. It was during this period he attained his CPM (Certified Property Man-
ager). Joan acted as bookkeeper for this business, and also had the experience of working at a pet hospital.  

Ron and Joan wanted to live on a farm again, and so did daughter Kathy and her husband Ken Ramsay. After 
looking at many places Ron found a 176-acre farm near Independence, Oregon. It had two houses on it to accom-
modate both families, so in 1972 the McCargars and the Ramsays headed for Oregon. They spent 26 memorable 
years on that farm. They came to Calvary Baptist on the advice of their pastor and good friend, Paul Ray, who had 
attended seminary with CBC Pastor Gene Gerlitz.
