 As you know, we recently ex-
perienced one of the heaviest 
snowfalls Salem has seen in 
many years. This resulted in 
sights Iôve not seen since mov-
ing here - kids sledding in a 
nearby park, youth snowboard-
ing down their driveways, a few 
cross country skiers, and even 
a snowmobile racing around our 

neighborhood. Yet, as fun as the snow was for the 
first day or two, by day four it was becoming old for 
those of us housebound by unplowed and icy streets. 
It was on this fourth day, however, that I noticed 
something very unusual at our house for this time of 
year - robins sitting in our trees. Not just one or two or 
three robins, but twenty to thirty robins. If they had 
been crows, I might have begun to have images of 
Alfred Hitchcockôs movie, ñThe Birds,ò but since they 
were robins, there was a true sense of beauty and 
wonder in watching them perched in the branches. I 
was also puzzled - why are so many birds just in the 
trees around our home? The more I watched, the 
more curious I became until I finally noticed that in 
between their roosting times, they would fly down to a 
few very small puddles of water that had formed. 
Thatôs when it dawned on me; they were thirsty, and 
the thick snow and ice had covered all their normal 
sources of water. Having finally solved the mystery 
and recognizing the need, we set out a large container 
of water that the robins immediately flocked to for the 
rest of the day. 
 I learned an important lesson in this unusual experi-
ence. Godôs creatures will venture out of their comfort 
zone if there is something they really need. We donôt 
typically have robins in our trees, even during the 
summer, probably because of our two dogs. However,

drinking hole around. As a part of Godôs crea-
tion, we humans also have needs. The need 
for acceptance, purpose, contentment, and 
love. We will look in a lot of different places to 
find these things and our search may take us 
years, but ultimately the only place we find 
true contentment, unconditional love, etc. is in 
a relationship with Christ. Now, asking about 
God is out of the comfort zone of many today 
because of the misperceptions our society 
has conveyed regarding God and His Church. 
Yet, when the need becomes great enough, 
people will step out - the question is, are we 
ready for them? When those who are thirsty 
for the fundamental emotional and spiritual 
needs in life visit on a Sunday morning, or 
strike up a God conversation at work, or ask 
why you seem so content despite the life cir-
cumstances that bombard you, do you have 
an answer? We are reminded, ñAlways be 
prepared to give an answer to everyone who 
asks you to give the reason for the hope that 
you have. But do this with gentleness and 
respect...ò (1 Peter 3:15) We do have The 
Answer, may we be prepared (and even look 
for) those who are ready to step out of their 
comfort zones with the questions.

The two sisters were raised in Great Falls, Montana where they 
graduated from high school. Elaine also lived in Hawaii for a time. Elaine was a very 
good seamstress, making all of her own clothes and sewing sports coats for Lee.

The Marion-Polk food share is serving an average of 9440 families per month. Hunger is a year-round 
issue for the community and the food bank. Marion-Polk food share is not turning away anyone; but 
they do depend on the community to help. The next time you go shopping pick up one extra can of 
food for the food bank and thank God for the blessings He has given to you.
