 It takes whole-hearted men to keep Godôs commandments and it demands the same 
sort of men to seek God.  These are they who are counted ñblessed.ò  Upon these 
whole-hearted ones Godôs approval rests. 
 Bringing the case closer home to himself the psalmist makes this declaration as to his 
practice:  ñWith my whole heart have I sought thee; O let me not wander from thy com-
mandments.ò  
 And further on, giving us his prayer for a wise and understanding heart, he tells us his 
purposes concerning the keeping of Godôs law: 
 Give me understanding and I shall keep thy law; Yea, I shall observe it with my whole 
heart. 
 Just as it requires a whole heart given to God to gladly and fully obey Godôs com-
mandments, so it takes a whole heart to do effectual praying. 
Because it requires the whole man to pray, praying is no easy task.  Praying is far more 
than simply bending the knee and saying a few words by rote.
