God puts a great price on humility of heart. It is good to be clothed with humility as with 
a garment. It is written, ñGod resisteth the proud, but giveth grace to the humble.ò That 
which brings the praying soul near to God is humility of heart. That which gives wings to 
prayer is lowliness of mind. That which gives ready access to the throne of grace is self 
depreciation. Pride, self-esteem, and self-praise effectually shut the door of prayer. He 
who would come to God must approach him with self hid from his own eyes. He must 
not be puffed-up with self-conceit, nor be possessed with an over-estimate of his virtues 
and good works. 
 

Humility is a rare Christian grace, of great price in the courts of heaven, entering into 
and being an inseparable condition of effectual praying. It gives access to God when 
other qualities fail. In our Lordôs teaching, humility has such prominence in his system of 
religion, and is such a distinguishing feature of his character, that to leave it out of his 
lesson on prayer would be very unseemly, would not comport with his character, and 
would not fit into his religious system.

Big Changes in Childrenõs Ministry for the New School Year  
Beginning Sept 17th! 
The development of our childrenôsô faith is of utmost importance to each of us as 
parents, teachers, advisors, and caregivers. We want to be certain that we are 
providing families with opportunity and resources to help children develop and grow 
in their relationship with Christ, while preparing them for real world discipleship.  
Sundays have always been an integral part of Calvaryôs Christian Education pro-
cess. The Childrenôs education classes have undergone radical transformation and 
intense development of well-rounded curriculum for children of all ages, infants 
through high school graduates.  
 
In spite of these many efforts, attendance to Sunday school classes for both chil-
dren and adults is sporadic and inconsistent from week to week. It also continues 
to slowly decline. The erratic and sometimes low attendance makes it very difficult 
to sustain a consistent program and develop teachers and leaders from within the 
church. 
 
In an effort to better serve our young families, we will be transitioning in September 
from a traditional Sunday School offered during the traditional service to a         
Childrenôs Church during the contemporary service. We will continue our amazing 
rotational curriculum during family event nights that will be offered every other 
month beginning in September. Children will have the opportunity to worship as a 
family during the traditional service. We will continue to offer nursery and PreK 
classes during both services. 
 
What to expect in Childrenõs Churché 
Children will begin with their families in the contemporary service from there will be 
released to their own ñchurchò. It will be led by the Childrenôs Coordinator and youth 
micro-groups. We will praise and worship the Lord through song and dance, gain a 
better understanding of the Bible through creative hand motions for memorization, 
practice navigating the Bible, interact with each other and leaders in small groups 
and connect it all through games!
